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SKY 6645 is a voice announcement system specially developed for elevators. SKY 6645 can work in 
all parallel installation elevators in the market. The product includes hardware and software 
features in parallel with today's technology. It supports most of the warning types needed in the 
elevator. In addition, thanks to its superior software, it is possible to make sound adjustments very 
easily. If desired, more than one sound can be played in a certain order for an announcement (For 
example, playing the floor information in Turkish, English, Arabic, etc. one after the other).  

The sounds to be played can be copied to MicroSD card in 44KHzWAV8 Bit Monoformat and can be 
used easily. You can convert your MP3 files to WAV in minutes with the conversion program 
included on the MicroSD card. The MicroSD card supports FAT/FAT32 file formats, giving you up to 
32GB of memory space. 

 

200-500 sounds can be loaded on a 4 GB MicroSD card.

In addition, inputs and outputs are protected against over-voltage-current and reverse supply. The 
elevator floor signal inputs can be triggered with + and - voltages, providing flexibility of use.

Increase the menu value with the UP button and decrease the menu value with the DOWN button.

In the list 
the TERRACE floor is file 97.WAV. Move to file 97.WAV with UP and DOWN. If you keep pressing 
down, it will increase and decrease fast. The file you have selected will also be read aloud for 
control purposes. 

 

Press the ENTER key. Press the ESC key and exit the menu. Press UP to complete the process and 
complete the recording.  

 

You can send your own special audio files to the Customer Folder in the MicroSd card and you can 
also send special messages in the same way.  

 

WELL IDENTIFICATION FEATURE (AUTOMATIC ENTRANCE RECOGNITION SYSTEM)  

With the Well Identification feature, you can automatically identify the elevator stops to the device. 
In this way, your system will work if you connect which cable in which order.
